Goal: The students will develop an understanding of the First Amendment and religion.

Objectives:
1. Explain the importance of freedom of religion.

2. Describe the differences between the establishment and free exercise clauses of the First Amendment.

3. Explain the issues involved in limiting the free exercise of religious beliefs.
